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Diesel Fuel for Alpine 
Regions 

This Fuel News is a GUIDE for distributors to areas where cold weather operating problems 
may be likely in certain months and so where Alpine diesel blends may be the most 
appropriate product to supply.  It is taken from table B1 of Australian Standard 3570 of 1998 
for diesel fuel.  Automotive Diesel Fuel made to Australian Standard AS 3570 of 1998 is 
made to a regional cloud point.  This is the temperature at which wax crystals first separate 
out in the fuel and marks the onset of cold weather operating problems.  The regional cloud 
point is designed to ensure satisfactory operation in the majority of Australia but it will not 
always ensure satisfactory operation in a small number of areas, normally those at higher 
altitude.  For those areas it is better to  use an Alpine Diesel fuel or to mix unmarked Heating 
Oil with diesel fuel to lower the cloud point.  The following tables indicate areas where and 
when these mixes or alpine diesel fuel may need to be used. 
 
The numbers in the tables indicate what mix of Automotive Diesel Fuel and unmarked 
Heating Oil would provide a cloud point to meet the cold temperature properties of 
the location in a month. 
 
Unmarked Heating Oil and Diesel Fuel mix.  
Legend   
1 =   10 litres undyed heating oil in 100 litres diesel (9%vol) 
2 =   22 litres undyed heating oil in 100 litres diesel (18% vol) 
3 =   37 litres undyed heating oil in 100 litres diesel (27% vol) 
4 =   56 litres undyed heating oil in 100 litres diesel (36% vol) 
5 =   82 litres undyed heating oil in 100 litres diesel (45% vol) 
10 = 100 litres undyed heating oil in 100 litres diesel (50% vol)   
Note that Alpine Diesel is equivalent  to numbers 1-5
