The GTA wells campaign 
has made good progress 
since the arrival of the Valaris 
DS-12 drillship in April. 

All the subsea christmas trees 
are on the drillship, ready 
for installation. The first well 
(GTA-A01) has been drilled to total 
depth and its christmas tree has 
been installed. The second well 
(GTA-A02) has been drilled to total 
depth and suspended and the 
team is making good progress 
drilling the third well (GTA-A03). 

This is a remarkable achievement 
considering the remote location 
of the operation and integration of 
new crews on the rig. 

 

Once all four wells are drilled 
and suspended, the drillship will 
complete and test each well.

Since well testing will require a 
significantly different setup, the 
crew is simultaneously readying 
the drillship for this operation to 
optimise the campaign schedule.  The Valaris DS-12 drillship

The QU platform has completed its journey of nearly  
12,000 nautical miles (19,300 kilometres) from Yantai in 
China to the GTA site offshore Mauritania and Senegal.  

As well as living quarters for 
offshore employees, the QU 
includes offices, a power station, 
water and sewage treatment 
plants and other utilities required 
to operate the world’s first 
nearshore LNG terminal. It also 
houses the Harbour Master’s 
control station that will manage 
vessel movements around the 
hub and the main control room for 
the terminal.

Once in position, the QU 
lifted itself out of the water 
on four giant hydraulic legs 
ensuring it was ready for action 
in just a few days, unlike a 
conventional platform that takes 
several months to install and 
commission.

News from the Hub Terminal 

The Hub breakwater is now complete 
following the installation of the 21st and 
final concrete caisson in May. 

The 1.25-kilometre (0.75-mile) structure will shield 
visiting LNG vessels from rough  
weather conditions.

The first of the 16,000 tonne caissons set sail 
from the fabrication yard in Dakar, Senegal a  
year ago.

Each caisson’s voyage to the hub site took five 
days and a special submersible vessel along with 
a fleet of five tug vessels were needed for each 
installation. 

The caissons are secured to a stabilizing rock 
foundation made up of 2 million tonnes of rock, 
the majority of which was sourced in Mauritania.  

At the Hub location, the installation campaign 
continues. The last shipment of Hub structures 
has left Karimum, Indonesia, for Dakar and will be 
installed over the coming months. It concludes 
13 weeks of loadout activities and 30 months 
of construction of the 73 main structures and 
facilities that will make up the Hub jetty.

There were celebrations at the COSCO Qidong shipyard to 
mark the completion of 10 million safe working hours on the 
construction of the FPSO.

From across the team of bp, 
partners and contractors, it 
adds up to a total of 114 years 
without a lost time incident at 
the construction site in northeast 
China. 

Celebration time: The milestone 
was marked with everyone 
renewing their safety vows, 
made when the first steel was 
cut in 2019, to “finish safe, finish 
strong” as the project moves to 
its commissioning phase.

Subsea
The subsea team have reached 
a momentous stage in the 
campaign, kicking off  installation. 
A fleet of vessels will lay all the 
subsea components including 
pipes, cables and equipment 
along the seabed, connecting 
every part of the system including 
the wells, FPSO and the Hub.   

The first major subsea offshore 
campaign activity was the 
installation of the riser support 
structure (RSS).

The DLV2000  pipe-laying vessel 
has commenced lay of 30” export 
line.

In Batam, Indonesia over 300km 
of linepipe, weighing over 105,000 
tonnes, has been produced and is 
arriving in the region to form the 
subsea system.

FPSO
Delivery of the floating 
production, storage and offloading 
(FPSO) vessel has reached the 
completion phase, with onshore 
commissioning underway in 
China.

All major topside lifts are now 
complete. 

Almost 37,000 pipe spools have 
been installed with just over 100 
left.

Nearly 1.5km of cable has been 
pulled across the entire vessel 
with about 43km to go.

Installation of the FPSO’s mooring 
system is complete with the 
mooring piles and chains safely in 
place.

FLNG
In Singapore, the FLNG facility is 
really starting to take shape as we 
work towards sail away in 2023.

All port-side heavy lifts have been 
completed, housing the 4 parallel 
LNG train equipment. The total 
lift weight was 9,900T, with the 
largest single lift of 1,100T for the 
Piperack superstructures.

The topside superstructures are 
now safely installed. 

All 25m deck panels have been 
successfully lifted and the focus 
is now on piping installation 
and electrical works to support 
mechanical completion.

As part of our social investment 
initiatives, bp seeks to enhance 
both access to and delivery 
of healthcare services in the 
community, including those in 
remote areas who typically find it 
challenging to reach healthcare. 
bp and partners have supported 
a mobile clinic to operate in the 
remote areas around St Louis. This 
has opened access to medical 
services such as cardiology, 
ophthalmology and genecology, 
free of charge to the community.  
So far in 2022, over 1169 patients 
have benefited from this service. 

There are also training 
programmes in place to build 
capacity for the mobile clinic’s 
staff, resulting in overall higher 
quality patient care.

bp signs MoU with USAID Bringing healthcare to the 
community in St Louis

“We have land but it was shut 
down for 3 years due to lack of 
material to work with…we didn’t 
have any hoses or equipment, we 
couldn’t afford gas, and we didn’t 
have a fence to protect our produce 
from stray animals. Thanks to your 
support, we were provided with 
everything we need to revive this 
land and were able to produce over 
8 tonnes of vegetables including 
carrots, turnips, tomatoes, onions 
which we have been selling in the 
local market”

“This program allowed us to 
be productive. We work in this 
poultry farm, where we raise 
chickens and sell them in the 
local market, we even sell some 
to Nouakchott. We love working. 
we used to be inactive before, 
and we had no income! Things 
are different now”

“Before you came to support 
us, we were just sitting home 
doing nothing, today we have 
our own business! We produce 
milk, package it, and then sell 
to local small stores. We are 
grateful for this project that’s 
very beneficial for women in 
Ebden”
